SEC Policy — 4.4 Restrictions on Pool Funds

“Pool Funds cannot be used to supplant federal or state funds supporting existing programs.”

Appropriations Act Item 274 E.

“Community Policy and Management Teams shall use Medicaid-funded services whenever
they are available for the appropriate treatment of children and youth receiving services
under the Comprehensive Services Act for At-Risk Children and Youth. Effective July 1, 2009,
pool funds shall not be spent for any service that can be funded through Medicaid for
Medicaid-eligible children and youth except when Medicaid-funded services are unavailable
or inappropriate for meeting the needs of a child.”

... all youth and families for which CSA-funded treatment services are
requested are to be assessed by the family assessment and planning team or
an approved collaborative, multidisciplinary team process and shall consider
the criteria set out in subdivisions A1 and A 2 of § 2.2-5212. Except for cases
involving only the payment of foster care maintenance that shall be at the
discretion of the local community policy and management team, cases for
which service plans are developed outside of this family assessment and
planning team process or approved collaborative, multidisciplinary team
process shall not be eligible for state pool funds.

Office of the Attorney General

IEP services are not treatment services. The IEP is not a “service plan.” IEP
services are exempt from 2.2-5209.
