Protection Level Funds
Each year localities may protect a specific amount of the total state pool to provide services to the targeted non-mandated and other eligible populations. As long as the protected funds are attached to a specific targeted non-mandated or eligible child, a locality may maintain those funds and still apply for and receive supplemental funds for the mandated populations. The amount that each locality is permitted to protect is determined by formula and is in no case less than $10,000. (Policy developed by the SEC in 1997)  Each locality will be notified of its protection level prior to the beginning of the fiscal year. 
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
