Supplemental State Allocation Overview

The Comprehensive Services Act requires that the General Assembly and the local governing body shall appropriate such sums sufficient to provide services for children in the MANDATED TARGET population.

Should there not be sufficient funds in the locality's allocation to accommodate unanticipated costs of serving the mandated population, the CPMT may apply to the State Executive Council for a supplemental allocation for the state-share of the unanticipated costs. In the case of a multi-jurisdictional CPMT, the application is submitted for an individual participating locality. 

Approved supplemental allocations will be in effect only during the program year for which the requests are made. Supplemental allocations are not added to the base allocation for the subsequent fiscal year.
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
